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In dealing with the rights of every child we
come up with four (4) of its important aspects such
as: Survival Right, Development Right, Protection
Right and Participation Right.

The Local Council for the Protection of Children
(LCPC) and Barangay Council for the Protection of
Children (BCPC) were also established in order to
address the concerns on these aspects. Likewise, the
councils are composed of different departments,
agencies, offices and organizations that deal with
every part.

SURVIVAL RIGHT

Every child has the right fo live. With that, the
City Government of Imus provides ifs citizens with
maternal health care to ensure that every child will
have their adequate needs as well as their mother in
giving birth.

For three years now, Mother and Child Health
Mission is conducted every March. Each year, their
children will have free check up and will be given
free medicines by the volunteer doctors of KALINGA
Partylist. Dental services and optometry are also
being offered.

On August 4, 2015, Breasifeeding Day was held
in Bayan Luma 3. This is another program to highlight
an important aspect of our advocacy. The important
benefits of exclusive breastfeeding of infants were
explained to the audience. The event was aftended
with more than 200 participants.

Likewise on August 10, 2015 the
breastfeeding/lactation station was opened to
public at the Depariment of Social Welfare and
Development office.

The City Council is also one in the goal of
protecting the welfare of the children in our city. The
following ordinances were established:
