The City of Imus is one of the fast emerging cities in the
Province of Cavite. Being a highly-urbanized city, Imus
takes a big step into technological progressions making
it recognized as one of the most competitive
component cities in the Philippines.

Imus takes the lead in the implementation of child
developmental programs to uplift the standard of living
of each Imuseno and continue its way towards being a
child-friendly city.

Its efforts led into the establishment of City of Imus
Local Council for the Protection of Children in 2013
continuing to the achievement of Seal of Child-Friendly
Local Governance for two (2) consecutive years.

From then, the determination continues to uphold
and advocate the rights of the children resulted in
institutionalizing greater programs, projects, and
activities for them creating a safe, healthy, secure, and
progressive environment for children.

These pragrams cater fo the four (4) basic child rights:
Survival Right, Protection Right, Participation Right and
Development Right.

SURVIVAL RIGHT

The City Government of Imus ensures that children in
the community have their adequate resources in
sustaining their needs in terms of health and well-being.

School-Based Immunizatfion

The City Health Office provides assurance that these
needs are properly addressed through their free
immunizafion, medical and dental check-up as well as
maternal and child care services.

The City Nutrition Office held the annual nutrifion
month celebration at the City Sports Complex with the
theme “First 1,000 Days ni Baby" which focuses on

information dissemination and support nutrition
advocacy on breastfeeding last July of this year. It was
attended by 150 pregnant/lactating mothers. As of
date there are 925 exclusively breastfeeding mothers
listed in the City. As for the City Social Welfare and
Development Office, they also held their annual
nutriion month celebration for the City's Daycare
students.

PROTECTION RIGHT

nurturing environment helping them to interact and
express themselves without fear of discrimination as well
as physical, mental, and emotional abuse.

To be able to secure and sustain such privilege, the
City Government through the effort of the City of Imus
PNP, notable programs and activities as well as regular,
ongoing programs were implemented to ensure the
safety of the children in the community.
